In 2019, Sladefield Infant School and Thornton Primary School worked together to decide what 
to teach in these lessons. Parents and carers helped too. Everyone agreed on the lessons and 
the joint schools’ policy, which we called the Healthy Relationships Education Policy. These 
lessons have been taught successfully in both schools since 2020. 
 
In 2025, the Department for Education updated the curriculum for primary schools, and it has 
been given a new name: Relationships Education and Health Education. Because of this, we 
need to make a few small changes.
